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Quarterly diagnostics X69853_en

A hospital stores in a list of lists the count of diagnoses made each week. Each diagnosis is
stored in a list along with the number of the week and the number of cases.

Design a function stats_diag(Idiags) which, given a list Idiags with the diagnoses of one trimester
(12 weeks), returns a dictionary that associates each diagnosis with the list of the number of
cases that have occurred in the 12 weeks of the trimester.
